It’s His Guarantee!
 
There is a verse of Scripture out of the Old Testament book of Second Chronicles that I have had mulling over and over in my thinking for the past several weeks.  If you’ve ever had one or more verses that just seemed to stay in your thought life over a repeated period of days, you’ll understand exactly what I’m talking about.  In the O.T. there was a man by the name of Hanani who was a prophet of the Lord, and appears to have been the father of yet another prophet, Jehu, who once challenged King Jehoshaphat of Judah.  In chapter 16 and verse 9 of Second Chronicles, Hanani spoke these words:  “For the eyes of the Lord run to and fro throughout the whole earth, to show himself strong in the behalf of them whose heart is perfect toward him” (KJV).  The word perfect when translated doesn’t mean without a flaw.  It simply means “faithful, loyal, dedicated and devoted.”
 
Since first reading these words ever so many years ago I’ve wanted to get up on the highest point of a mountain, look upwards to heaven, and call out as loudly as my voice could proclaim:  “Lord!  Here am I.  Send me!!!”  Do you realize that God will pass over a million people just to find that one who is loyal to Him?  Think about it!  The God of ALL creation will scan over the entire earth’s surface in order to find that one person “whose heart is loyal to Him.” (NKVJ)  I don’t know about you, however, my mind cannot even begin to fathom such a degree and depth of love that He has for those whose attention is turned towards the things that concern Him.  While our God has such a great and wonderful ability to have a family of millions and millions, yet at the same time He treats every member as if they were the only one of His kids.  That means that if you’re a child of His, (that you’ve accepted His Son Jesus as your Lord and Savior) He is more than willing to “show Himself strong on behalf of those whose heart is loyal to Him.”  

 
While “It’s His Guarantee,” God can’t bless us, as He desires to if we won’t let Him be God in our lives.  While He is more than willing, He can’t pour out His full provision upon us if we keep clogging up our heavenly supply line by putting other things before Him.  Even as these words are being typed for your reading, there may be some things the Holy Spirit of God is causing a loving twinge in your heart that He wants you to adjust.  Even though my dad was a Semi-Pro golfer…I personally don’t understand or comprehend the fact that there are so many who ‘love’ playing golf.  As we travel into the town we live in, we pass a beautifully landscaped eighteen hole golf course where, rain or shine, golfers are teeing off (or chasing balls out into the brush.)  The more they play, the more they want to play.  They think about golfing, they read about golfing, they talk about golfing, and are constantly wanting to play golf!  But with the ‘not so avid golfer’ now that winter has come, many, have put away their golf clubs.  They stop thinking about it as much as they do when the sun is shining and the temperature is reading ‘hot hot hot’!  And, for the most part they don’t mope around all winter because they’ve turned their attention to other things, and their desire for golf has been set aside.
