Know That It’s A Test!
               
Have you had a day, week, or a period of time when you knew your faith was being tested?  Of course you have!  Any Christian filled with the Spirit of God, who has an inner desire to walk in the way of the Lord, then, you, like me, have no doubt had more than one time like this.  My recent test began week before last week and then I allowed that testing to ‘hang-around’ with me until the end of that week.  Not that you’re particularly interested in my situation, however, you may, by reading about it, realize there is a lesson that you will be interested in learning before your next test shows up.
                            
As I type these words I find it rather difficult to comprehend my lack of faith in allowing it to hang around as long as it did.  Over the last few weeks I’ve had a number of loving folks who have asked questions such as:  “Has your house sold yet?”  Or, “Now that the new building has been purchased for the CRA Headquarters and some of the CRA leaders have already moved, and with others in the process of moving there, will you be renting your house in California and moving if it doesn’t sell?”  Others simply ask, “What are your plans if your house doesn’t sell, because, you know, real estate, especially in California is in the tank?”  “Will either you or Jeannie move to Branson while the other stays behind until it’s sold?”  It’s not necessary to take up more lines of this CRA Moment listing other questions that have been asked, however all border on those already mentioned.  While I’ve thought I’ve responded with faith words to most of the questions, I admit I’ve allowed some to penetrate my thinking with negative thoughts.  Thoughts such as, “What if our house doesn’t sell anytime soon?  After all, some CRA leaders have, and others are presently preparing to move to Branson, shouldn’t we already be there?”  And then there is a multiplicity of questions that fit into the category of…what about this, or that?  While I continued to confess the positive truths of the Word of God, before I knew it, I let my guard down and the enemy crept in by a word of doubt and negativity.  
                               
Do you realize that it doesn’t take a series of negative words spoken to allow the devil an open door; it only takes one word to leave a crack for his trickery.  Last Tuesday while I was weed-whacking, I felt impressed of the Lord that He was reminding me of fresh truths from His word.  “Fresh” truths…not new truths!  These truths were not something I had never known, but they were truths that I was letting the enemy try to steal from me.  Still holding the weed-wacker I spoke aloud to the devil, reminding him of the promises of God, and of His blood that sealed His truths.  Such truths as Num. 23:19, “God is not a man, that He should lie, nor a son of man, that He should repent.  Has He said, and will He not do?  Or has He spoken, and will He not make it good?” And he said that we will be there!  And we will! Because I Kings 8:56 says, “There has not failed one word of all His good promises.”  Ps. 48:14, “For this is God, our God forever, and ever; He will be our guide even to death.”  The writer of the book of Hebrews said in chapter 10, verse 23; “Let us hold fast the confession of our hope without wavering, for He who promised is faithful.”  There Satan!  Take that!  Then the “b” part of Heb. 11:23 speaking of Sarah reminds us that… “…she bore a child when she was past the age, because she judged Him faithful who had promised.”  And the God you and I serve is faithful in all He has said that He will do.
                         
So!  What is my part to be?  The same as it was for the Psalmist David when he was feeling the pressure of words coming from all directions as well as the fiery darts of the devil.  I Sam. 30:6 tells us that even when the people spoke of stoning him following the Amalekites invading Ziglag, and after taking the women and those in the city captive, the word says, “David strengthened himself in the Lord his God.”  Notice who it was that “strengthened himself in the Lord.”  All too often we are busy calling and crying out to God for Him to do this or that, when it’s left up to us to do the strengthening.  While that may run contrary to some folks thinking, the scriptures remind us that “I can do all things through Christ who strengthens me.”  Who can?  ‘We can!’ As I freshly considered that truth, I realized it was being left up to me to ‘get encouraged.’  I could wait, and wait, and wait, for the Lord to do the encouraging, however, the truth of the matter is He’s already done His part, and it’s now been left up to you and me to do our part.  No more down days!  Discouragement is not of the Lord!  Doubt is not of the Lord!  Unbelief is not of the Lord!  
                          
His Word worked for me, and it will work for you!  2 Kings 19:6 says, “Do not be afraid of the words which you have heard…” because “The Lord will fight for you, and you shall hold your peace” (Ex. 14:14).  Deut. 1:21 says, “Fear not, neither be discouraged.”  And Deut 31:6 says, “Look, the Lord your God has set the land before you; go up and possess it, as the Lord God of your fathers has spoken to you, do not fear or be discouraged.”  2 Chron. 32:7 tells us to “Be strong and courageous; do not be afraid nor dismayed…” And Psalm 105:19 tells us that the same as with all that Joshua went through, the same God that loves and watches over you and me will perform the miracle we need!  And, “Until the time came to fulfill his dreams, the Lord tested Joseph’s character” (NLT).
