Roadblocks in Life!
 
If there is one thing most of us have said, and heard said back to us on numerous occasions is how very busy we are.  Here’s some news!  Every person is busy!  I don’t say that with any accusations directed toward any individual, however, the day we live in ‘presents’ such a wide variety of distractions, as well as the enemy who among other things, desires to help direct our schedules to be so packed with things, we end up saying, and telling others over and over just how busy we are.  Time; scheduling; work itself; all can add to the Roadblocks in Life!
 
Today we hear and read much pertaining to certain terms used as related to war.  With the great increase and threats of war around the globe, the use of SCUD missiles is frequently heard.  SCUD!  When I think of roadblocks of life, and using the acronym SCUD that comes to mind is:  SATAN---CONTINUALLY---USES---DISTRACTIONS!  Here’s three ways he uses SCUD missiles to be used against a person’s life.
 
#1  He’s become a master in his evil ways of setting up a roadblock telling you such things as:  “There’s certainly no hope for you and your life.  There’s so much junk that’s taken place…there’s not enough time for you to repent of all of it.  All you’ve done!  All you’ve been a part of.  How much you’ve done…and how many times you’ve repeated it over and over saying you’ll never do it again.  He’ll try to set up a roadblock whispering in your ear that with all you’ve done, it’s useless to even think about being in a position to be loved by God.  You’re a failure!  And you know it!  He’ll try to set up a roadblock whispering that you’ve been such a bad husband, father, or if you’re a lady, that you’ve been a poor wife, mother, or grandmother.  For others he’ll try to set up roadblocks that because you’ve had a failed marriage or an abortion that God couldn’t possible love and forgive you.
 
Don’t buy his lie!  Do you remember the story in Acts 2 regarding the Day of Pentecost and those who had gathered together in the Upper Room?  If that bunch that was gathered could repent and get in unity in just a few days, then there’s hope for you if you’ll just keep praying and believing God for it.  Acts 1:13 tells us of those who filled the room.  Hot headed and quick to react was Peter.  Remember him and the sword?  Remember his denying Jesus as he sat by the warmth of the fire?  Then there was James and John who Mark 3 refers to as the “sons of thunder.”  Then there was Thomas.  Remember when he was slow to believe that Jesus had risen from the dead?  When you think about those in the Upper Room you need to be reminded that there was trouble in river city!  There was trouble in the ministry!  The treasurer had been stealing and ended up committing suicide.  Then there was the time the rest of the disciples argued about who was most important and should be top guy.    Somehow in that Upper Room all these and others dropped their difference and got into unity!  Acts 2:1 says, “They were all with one accord in one place” and they were receptive to the Word of God.
 
#2  Your enemy uses the roadblock of not holding on to what you’ve heard.  Just like holding on to the steering wheel of your car, you’ve got to hold on to the Word of God in and for your life.  If you don’t, when the enemy throws roadblocks your way your faith withers.  Over and over Jeannie and I tell folks they must spend time in the Word.  But just hearing us say these words isn’t enough!  It requires a person to begin DOING that which they’ve heard.  Hearing and doing are two vastly different issues.  If you’ve ever tried to stop a rolling car by way of your own strength, then you know you can’t do it.  In the same way don’t wait until you’re desperate to make time for the Word.  Make a decision and start today.  Then when the storms of life come, you’ll be safe and secure inside.
 
#3  Then, there’s the roadblock of nails and alligators in the road.  The Bible calls them thorns.  These thorns come to attempt to overcome and choke the Word that has been sown out of our heart.  Remember this:  God’s Word always works if you’ll apply it and let it work in your life.  It’s your choice!  His Word always produces results!  If you get on the Bible road, hearing and staying on it, you’ll eventually be better than you’ve ever been before; your marriage can be restored; your finances can turn around; and your good desires will come to pass.
 
Mark 4:20 reads, “Others are like seeds planted on good ground.  They hear the Word, accept it, and it produces crops, thirty, sixty, or one hundred times as much as was planted.”
